The Nature of the Human Body: How Evolution Handles  Sprains and Strains

On a previous journey, or ‘trek’, across this cosmos, again, I was reminded on the curious nature of man.

Evolution plays a great hand in how a creature looks over a period of time. For example traveling through 
liquid gives a creature fins and a streamline body. Also so does light wide aerial scales, for our feathered 
friends, allow creatures to travel through lighter gaseous expands.

How Kirk Shaped the Future:  A Brief History of Cel l Phones
(adapted from an article by the author, “When Star Trek Meets Juan Dela Cruz - A Brief History of cell phones” published in 
the September-October 2007 issue of Mobile Philippines.  Used with permission.)

When you rifle through a typical urbanite’s everyday gear, one thing will always be there without fail: the cell 
phone – that little gadget that you talk into that very closely resembles Captain Kirk’s communicator. Cellphones 
have become so common that it doesn’t really matter who the person is anymore – from factory worker to CEO, 
everyone has this ubiquitous gadget – sometimes even two. 

How did it ever get to this point, anyway, where it is almost impossible to escape the 
cell phone?

If you ever watched that tongue-in-cheek TV special, “How William Shatner Changed the 
World,” you would probably come away from that show believing that Shatner really was 
responsible for the creation of the world in which we live in now, full of computers, 
high-tech gadgetry, advanced medical techniques, WiFi, iPods, and cellphones.  And 
there would be some truth in that, as the cellphone was consciously designed to look and 
work like Jim Kirk's communicator.

But we are here to talk about cellphones. So let us focus on that.

Mobile Phones the Size of a Steamer Trunk

Contrary to whatever Shatner might say, cellphones actually got started in the forties, shortly after the war. Truly 
portable phones really had a difficult time getting started, actually, since the technology wasn’t really up to it in 
the beginning. In the forties, when mobile-telephone technology was just starting, transistor technology, much 
less microchip technology, was non-existent, when the height of electronic high-tech was vacuum tubes. It was 
theoretically possible to create a self-contained phone, though, but who would want to? Such a thing would have 
been the size of a good-sized steamer-trunk. And you had to be more muscular than Ahnold since the batteries 
alone would make it heavier than a motorcycle, and you had to lift it verrry carefully, lest you bust a tube or four. 

So, cell phones really didn’t have a chance until fairly recently, like in the 80’s, when integrated circuits and 
battery technology made it possible to reduce them to the size of bricks, at least.

Generation Zero: Calling HQ ala-Dick Tracy

The precursor to cellular technology, which was mobile radio, had its first 
incarnation in 1946 America, and allowed taxi operators and hospitals, 
among others, to page their people and ask them to call in. These operators 
became known as RCC’s, or Radio Common Carriers. Mostly, mobile radio 
was used for paging services. Many of you (well, some anyway) will 
remember the pocket-pager craze in the 80s. There was a 1965 episode of 
the cult TV classic, The Avengers, entitled Dial A Deadly Number, where the 
plot revolved around the bad guys killing off stockbrokers by using their pen-
shaped beepers, and stopping their hearts with a radio signal. But, of course, 
most of the viewers were probably paying more attention to Diana Rigg than 
the gadgets…

Today's technology wags called this newfangled Mobile Telephone Service 
as Zero Generation (or 0G), but they weren’t officially mobile phones since 

they couldn’t change channel frequencies automatically during calls, which is what’s needed to allow callers to 
move from station to station (this feature is now called handover or call handoff).

1G: Remember, It’s Spelled With Two L’s

At the beginning of the seventies, Bell Labs invented such a call handoff feature, allowing callers to travel 
between cells while conversing. (A cell is the area covered by a cellular site) Motorola is widely considered to be 
the inventor of the first real mobile phone that wasn’t permanently installed in a car.

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They made their first mobile call on this new cell phone in April 1973. So, kiddos, it IS spelled with two L’s - cell 
phone, not celphone.

In the late 70s NTT of Japan launched the first commercial cellular service, which was followed by Nordic Mobile 
Telephone in Northern Europe two years later. This became known as Generation One, or 1G, cellular 
technology.

2G: Tractors or Telephones Hmmm…

The second generation, or 2G, was digitally based cellular telephone technology (prior to 2G, cellular signals 
were still analogue). It was launched in Finland in 1991. Though a Motorola Engineer, Martin Cooper, is credited 
with the creation of the first modern cell phone, most of the world will forever associate cell phones with Europe-
based Nokia Corporation (pronounced Noh-KYAH!, like the sound you would make when doing a karate chop), 
which was in the business of making tractors before making cell phones. Go figure…

The Nokia Corporation is currently the largest cell phone maker in the world, with 
36 percent of the global cell phone market to its name, although pioneer Motorola is 
still the king of cell phones in America.  Motorola came out with the Dynatac –
instead of a shoulder-bag cellphone, the Dynatac was smaller, and had roughly the 
dimensions of a fairly large brick (and weighed just as heavy, too)

(One interesting tidbit here: the name Motorola comes from two 
words: motorcar and Victrola – Victrola was a very popular brand of 
record player created by the RCA company at the turn of the 20th
century.  It even came out with a limited release car-mounted 
record player in the 50s.)

3G: How to Text People to Death

This brings us to the present. With personal computer and 
internet technology keeping pace with cell phones, there is 
now a blurring of the lines, where computers can place 
calls, or cell phone users can now watch videos, and 
internet traffic is being supplemented by text-message 
traffic. It is indeed a brave new technology frontier, one we 
are all destined to be in forever more. And although it 

remains to be proven if cell phones actually cause cancer (in fact you can get 
killed faster by some stupid driver who was paying more attention to his text 
messages than to his driving), users are still stubbornly calling and texting. 

While 3.5G and 4G are on the horizon for many countries, it’s not time to 
actually worry about them. We have lots of time. Cell phones shall be around 
for quite a long time yet.

Star Trek: Titan, Book 1 - Taking Wing
Michael A. Martin and Andy Mangels (Pocket Books)

Firstly, this isn’t exactly a “book review” and I’ll try not to do too much 
“spoiling” here.
I had bought a copy of the book, The Captains Table.  This book is a 
compilation of shorter stories from authors about selected characters.  The 
first story in this book is about the Rikers’ honeymoon.  I picked it up all 
ready to enjoy a good read.  And hated it.  I hated the way it was written.  I 
hated it so much at the time that I put the entire book away.  Then, one day 
when I needed a book to read on the bus, I picked it up again and realized I 
could read them individually.  Now I wouldn’t say that when I did finally read 
the Rikers’ story (I left it till last – but I am a finisher) that I liked it, but by then 
I didn’t hate it.
So when I picked up Star Trek Titan  - Taking Wing (it’s the first book of a 
series) I was less than thrilled when I saw it was written by the same authors.  
However when I started reading it I did actually enjoy it.  
It is set (fairly obviously for those of you that follow TNG timelines) after Nemesis. Had I actually followed the novel 
timeline, I would have known that the Star Trek Titan series starts after all of the “A Time To - …” series and Articles of 
the Federation (which I am still only part-way through as I am finding it rather complex) and this really gives more of a 
back-story and sets up the characters a bit more.
Will Riker is now a captain about to take the new “Titan” (a Luna-class, long range exploration vessel) out for her first 
mission, when his purely exploratory mission is delayed by the Federation so that he can help set up power sharing 
talks among the Romulan factions.
This book also introduces some new characters, and re-introduces some old ones.  Will is the Captain and Deanna 
Riker is his Diplomatic Officer, his new exec is Commander Christine Vale.  By the end of the book, Commander Tuvok 
is Tactical Officer.  (Bit of a spoiler, but his face is on the cover of the second book, so that was a bit of a giveaway.)  

The new crew also comprised of:

Dr. Shenti Yisec Eres Ree - a Pahkwa-thanh, which gets a giggle of an introduction to Will.
LTCMDR Jaza Najem - a former Bajoran Militia Scientist who joins Starfleet after Bajor joins the Federation.
LTCMDR Ranul Keru - who is an unjoined Trill, Titan’s Security Chief.
Dr. Xin Ra-Havreii – Chief Engineer and designer of the Luna class.
Ensign Aili Lavena - a water breathing, marine humanoid from Pacifica.
Cadet Zurin Dakal - the first Cardassian to serve in Starfleet.
LT Melora Pazlar - an Elaysian adapted to low gravity, needs a powered exoframe to get around the Titan and spends  

most of her time in Stellar Cartography.
Dr. Bralik – A female Ferengi, non-commissioned officer and geologist.
LT Alyssa Ogawa - Chief Nurse.

So, in the end, I found the new characters interesting and will likely get used to the names, and maybe start associating 
faces to these characters. For me, this will never replace the Enterprise D crew, but I don’t expect it’s trying to either.

Mollusk Stew, from Marejaretus IV

This dish is taken from the home of the Ooolans who harvest the 
seashore and coastal region for their food.  The Ooolans 
traditionally strike two larger stones together during a meal and 
those at the meal must continue to eat until the stones are broken. 
It is a wise traveler who ensures he has some “pre cracked” stones 
at hand…

To serve four humanoids, you need: 

48 fresh Marejaretus Mollusk in shell
1 oz coarsely chopped  Skenians
1 oz coarsely chopped Razene
1 oz coarsely chopped Zumbar Root
1 scant teaspoon Xerion bulb
6 tablespoons fresh Markion Nut oil
2 ½ teaspoons chopped fresh Trallis leaf 

(or 1 scant teaspoon dried)
Freshly ground Casseron seeds
6 tablespoons of Murk
750 gsm canned Seerion, chopped but not drained
1 ½ teaspoons freshly grated Theeron fruit

Scrub the Mollusk with a stiff brush or soapless steel-mesh 
scouring pad under cold running water. With a small sharp knife or 
dagger, cut off the ‘beards’. Put the chopped skenians, razene and 
zumbar root on a chopping board and chop into very small 
pieces……. (cont’d)
